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SMARTENING IMPACT ASSESSMENT
SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, AND GOVERNANCE ADVANCEMENTS 
TOWARD EFFICIENCY AND EFFECTIVENESS
Against the backdrop of digital and technological progress, this conference aims to explore related scientifi c, 
technological, and governance developments to refl ect on whether the impact assessment community is 
getting any smarter at bridging the science and art of impact assessment. Are we communicating scientifi c 
information appropriately across the various governance tiers and to all relevant players? Do we understand 
what the “right” information is for decision-makers and, indeed, how data and methodological innovation are 
infl uencing decisions? Is this leading to a new era of impact assessment and thinking? Or do we remain in the 
status quo?

The recent data explosion, and the associated increase in the application of novel techniques and tools to 
manage and make sense of these data, are seamlessly increasing the information available to support assess-
ments and decisions. These advancements are potentially strengthening and bolstering impact assessment, 
planning, and decision-making practice through the delivery of evidence-based, spatially robust, and trans-
parent information. There are also indications that they can infl uence coordination of procedures and gover-
nance dynamics. But is the growing fl ow of spatio-temporal data and technological innovation truly leading 
to better assessments? Better decisions? Are we getting any wiser at taking better environmental action?

These and some other contemporary questions will help address how we can make best use of scientifi c in-
novation to address current practical challenges.
