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Why?

* Preservation of cultural and spiritual values,
* Provides capacity building,

* Provides informed decision making in planning
and environmental matters pertaining to
community and Traditional Lands,

* Provides potential for revenue sharing in
resource development.
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Approach

Consult and obtain input with various community groups
and individual members on a variety of topics that separate
use and occupancy such as:

« familial history (birth place and home),
* sensitive traditional/cultural locations,
* resource harvesting and gathering areas.

Use GIS base maps to illustrate existing
areas and add community based information,

Elder Interview

Conduct personal interviews with Elders and resource harvesters using GIS
“live mapping approach.”

Store geospatial information from personal interviews and combine to form
areas, locations, and routes (e.g. travel) for analysis and mapping.
